IS ANYTHING OR ANYONE GREATER THAN GOD?
NO, GOD IS GREATER THAN EVERYTHING AND EVERYONE.

The Philistines gathered for war against Israel. A champion named Goliath
came out from the Philistine camp. He was nine feet, nine inches tall. He
shouted to the Israelites: “Choose one of your men and have him come down
and fight me.” Goliath threatened the Israelites for forty days. Saul and all the
Israelites were terrified.

One day, Jesse sent his son David to bring supplies to his brothers who
were in the Israelite army. He heard the words Goliath used to threaten the
Israelites.
